For the sum of $2,200.00 the above described dog has been sold as show/breeding quality prospect and has been vaccinated and has had proper environmental and veterinary care at the time of sale.

Lyric guarantees show/breeding quality dogs to be free of:

Hip Dysplasia - Determined by X-rays sent to the Orthopedic Foundation for Animals (OFA) that have been taken between the ages of 24 and 30 months, proving the animal to be dysplastic and unsuitable for breeding.

Hereditary Eye Defects - By written verification of a veterinary ophthalmologist that this dog is unsuitable for breeding or certifying.

Severe undershot or overshot bite - must be determined by written verification of a licensed veterinarian.

Monorchidism or cryptorchidism - Must be determined by written verification of a licensed veterinarian.

Lyric further guarantees show/breeding dogs to be temperamentally sound within the guides stated in the Australian Shepherd breed standard as stated by either the Australian Shepherd Club of America or the American Kennel Club.

If the above described dog displays one of these faults on or before 2 years of age (or before 3 years of age for hips), it will be replaced with another dog of equal value, as agreed upon by both Seller and Buyer. If the dog is to be kept by Buyer, it will be spayed/neutered at Buyer's expense and upon receipt of the registration papers and evidence of the dog being spayed/neutered by Seller will be replaced with a dog at half the then current price for a show prospect. All guarantees become null and void when the animal is three years of age. Seller reserves the right to require the radiograph of said dog for review by a veterinarian of the Seller's choice or to have the dog x-rayed again by a veterinarian of the Seller's choice. Seller reserves the right to require a re-examination of the eyes if a hereditary defect is found, by a veterinary ophthalmologist of the Seller's choice.

All guarantees will be null and void if the animal is used for breeding purposes before it has been OFAed normal and had its eyes checked and cleared of hereditary eye defects.

Seller agrees and guarantees that said dog is in good health and free of any illness or disease for a period of 2 weeks (14 days) after purchase. If dog is returned, examination must be made by a licensed veterinarian at the Buyer's expense and a certified statement of diagnosis must be furnished from the attending veterinarian stating that the illness was contracted prior to said 14 day period. 

Buyer shall cover all costs of transportation, x-ray exam and veterinary costs relating to the sale or the possible replacement of the above dog.

There is no guarantee as to show success, potency or breeding results on show/breeding quality prospects. The Buyer agrees to actively campaign this dog in pursuit of its Championship and/or Obedience and Herding titles and will contact Seller when and if any of these titles are earned. No offspring from this dog will be wholesaled or sold through "Pet Stores."

Buyer agrees that if at any time Buyer wishes to sell or give away the dog, Seller will have the first right to buy back the dog at a reasonable price not to exceed the original price. If for any reason Buyer cannot keep said dog, the dog will be returned to the Seller and will not be sold, given away, or relinquished to a pound or shelter.

Buyer will make sure the dog is properly vaccinated against diseases and on a heart worm prevention program if recommended by veterinarians in Buyer’s area.  Buyer further agrees not to leave the dog tied up unattended or to allow the dog to ride loose in the back of a truck or other open vehicle.  

The kennel name Lyric must be used in registering this puppy and the registered name shall have Lyric at the beginning or end of the name..  No other kennel names shall be used instead of Lyric and Newport or in addition to Lyric.  Seller reserves the right to name the dog.

Seller reserves the right to take possession of the above described dog if it is determined that the dog is in an abusive situation or otherwise environmentally unsafe conditions.  This decision will be at the sole discretion of the Seller.
